
Sri.C.K.Jaffer Sharief was Minister for Railways, Government of India during 1991to 1995 during the regime of Late Sri.P.V.Narasimha Rao, Prime Minister.
The case is related to the deputation abroad of four officials of Railway Minister’s office to London through RITES & IRCON for his secretarial work at London when he underwent bye-pass surgery at London in August 1995 i.e., 17 years ago with the approval of Prime Minister.
A case was registered by CBI under Prevention of Corruption Act 1988 in Special Court for CBI cases, Delhi alleging that Shri.Jaffer Sharief had abused his official powers and caused a pecuniary loss to the tune of Rs.7,52,422/- to the exchequer on account of deputation of four railway officials to London. 
The Agency sought sanction of Government of India for prosecution, as required under section 19 of Prevention of Corruption Act 1988. The Ministry of Home Affairs informed the Agency in 2005 that the matter was considered carefully in all respects and after considering all the factors in totality, including the advice of the Department of Legal Affairs as also the opinion of the learned Attorney General of India, it has been decided by the Government of India not to grant sanction for prosecution of Shri.C.K.Jaffer Sharief. The agency in turn filed closure report before the Special Judge/CBI in October 2005.
Thereafter the petitioner Shri.C.K.Jaffer Sharief filed an application for discharge on the ground of lack of sanction by the government. The Special Court did not consider this and dismissed the application.






Subsequently the petitioner moved the Hon’ble High Court of Delhi in a Writ Petition challenging the order dated 27/01/2010 of the Special Judge, Delhi. Here too, the CBI again filed a closure report before the High Court. The Delhi High Court also dismissed the Writ Petition on 11/04/2012 observing that the case is of that criminal conspiracy criminal misconduct by Shri.C.K.Jaffer Sharief. 
Aggrieved with this Shri.C.K.Jaffer Sharief filed an SLP in Hon’ble Supreme Court of India on 08/05/2012 which came to be heard and the Hon’ble Court admitted the SLP and subsequent hearings. The Hon’ble Supreme Court considering all the material and hearing both the sides, concluded the case and pronounced the Judgement, today, the 9th November 2012 allowing our SLP and setting aside / quashing of all proceedings in lower courts observing that -
“There was nothing illegal in taking Minister’s staff abroad since the Minister himself was the Chairman of the PSUs IRCON & RITES from where the staff were deputed to London. It was Minister decision and the staff were taken for discharge of duties. The action of Minister was neither that of pecuniary advantage of the deputed persons nor causing any pecuniary loss to the government.  
Sr.Counsel Shri.P.P.Prabhu,  argued the matter before Hon’ble Supreme Court along with Advocates Shri.Gopal Singh and Smt.Rabecca John.
